
“Meta tauta,” follows 6 seals...: 
▪ 4 angels at 4 corners of earth holding 4 winds back

▪ John hears the number of servants, 144,000 from ALL the tribes 

of Israel, 12,000 from each of the tribes (Judah, Reuben, Gad, 
Asher, Napthali, Manasseh, Simeon, Levi, Issachar, Zebulun, 
Joseph, Benjamin, Dan not mentioned??) 

▪ John sees great multitude from all nations, tribes, peoples and 
tongues standing before the throne, clothed in white robes with 
palm branches saying “Salvation belongs to our God who sits on the 
throne, and to the Lamb!”   

▪ Angels and 4 living creatures worship with them 
▪ Who are these in white robes?  Angel answers, martyred saints who serve the One on the 

throne day and night, and He dwells with them.  They will not hunger, thirst anymore, sun/heat 
will not strike them, the Lamb will shepherd them and lead them to living fountains of waters.
